The Emerald Society of Minnesota will be hosting our annual Ron Ryan Jr. Memorial Charity

Ireland.  For over thirty years this organization has brought kids from Northern Ireland to 
Minnesota each summer, placing them with a host family for six weeks.  Though the fighting has 
calmed in recent years in Northern Ireland, the goal remains much the same: to give Irish kids a 
break from the sectarian struggles and perhaps teach lessons in tolerance.  More than five 
thousand students have participated since 1973 most of them age ten or eleven.  The Emerald 
Society also assists our own members who wish to host a child from Northern Ireland. 

Last year, with the help of our generous hole sponsors and players, we were able to raise 
nearly $4000.  This year, with your help we hope to surpass that amount.
